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Ernesto Storm Debris Free Disposal

NORFOLK — All yard waste debris resulting from Tropical Storm Ernesto may be
dropped off at Norfolk’s Waste Transfer Station. The free disposal is for Norfolk
residents only. The hours are Saturday, 8 - 4 p.m., and Sunday, noon - 4 p.m. at
3136 Woodland Avenue (behind the SPCA on Ballentine Blvd). Residents must
use a 'private’ vehicle, 1/2 ton or less, have a valid driver's license and a current
month's Hampton Roads Utility Bill. There is no limit on the amount of debris that
can be brought to the transfer station by Norfolk residents. However, no white
goods containing refrigerant, i.e. refrigerators, freezers, and air conditioners, will

be accepted without proper certification.
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
